City and State Proclamation Requests

A proclamation is an official announcement signed by a government official, such as a mayor or governor, to recognize an initiative or observance for the purpose of raising awareness or celebrating a significant milestone.

Securing a proclamation designating November as National Runaway Prevention Month (NRPM) in your city or state can help draw attention to the campaign issues and local events supporting NRPM. 

Most cities and states require constituents to submit their proclamation request through an online form, i.e, State of Illinois, or send it in writing. Be sure to read the requirements posted on your local officials’ website and submit your requests four to six weeks before the start of NRPM (November 1) to allow adequate time for your request to be considered and fulfilled. 

When submitting your request, you will need to provide proclamation language about NRPM and the issues related to youth homelessness. See the sample proclamation below and feel free to use any of the information in your request. Simply replace the highlighted parts with information related to your community. 

When you receive the proclamation, share it on social media (using the hashtag #NRPM2023), your website and in a newsletter article about NRPM.
